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Speaking of hot, we have some new thought-provoking Sunday School Classes that
began June 20™. This class will be lead by the fearless Jim Miller, and will be based on Charles
Stanley’s online Bible Studies. It is located in the Prayer Room and will continue for 6 more weeks. Each
study will ‘stand alone’ so anyone can join at any time. (Perfect for summertime schedules!)

Participants are asked to do the assigned Bible Study during the week, then discuss what it meant to

us on Sunday morning. With topics such as “Living by Grace”, “Overcoming in Hard Times”, and “Passing
Down the Faith”, we should all learn something about ourselves and “God’s Purpose for Your Life”.

We also have multitalented Max Suitt leading: The Secret Message of Jesus by: Brian McLaren, tak-
ing place in the Scout trailer. This book explores Jesus' teaching, analyzing how it should be lived today.

McLaren starts with the assumption that the church may not have accurately understood Jesus'
"secret message" hidden "as a treasure one must seek in order to find". He revisits the gospel material from
a fresh—and at times radical—perspective.

What would it mean for us to take Jesus at his word when he says "the kingdom of God is here now?" What
would it look like for us to participate in God’s kingdom by being peacemakers and loving others? These are
just a sample of the intriguing questions this study suggests.

Sensational Cynthia Ruffin is leading the women through Marilyn Hontz'’s Listening to God , in the
Sunday School building . A highly recommend book to Christians at any point in their spiritual journey, it is
insightful and clear in the tangible actions an individual can take to replenish or begin her prayer life. If you
know you should be reading the Word more or praying more regularly, but don't feel like you have the time or
desire, this book will help you. I'd recommend this as a good book for anyone wanting to hear from God and
be used by Him in everyday life.

May Focus — Cameroon and Senegal

Those of you who attend the 11 AM service may have noticed that | often lift up the African Missionaries that our
church helps support by name. That's because I think it's important to keep the relationship between us less impersonal
than just sending them a check every year... While our financial support helps them reach hundreds and even thou-
sands of people hungering for the Gospel, they also need our prayers.

The part of Africa that our missionaries serve is in the 10/40 Window — so named because it stretches from the
10" to 40" latitude north of the equator, from North Africa eastward through China. More non-Christians live here than
anywhere else in the world; and our missionaries are often met with suspicion, hostility, and persecution - even threat of
injury or death.

A few months ago we highlighted John and Kay McNally and their Oromo Project ministry in Ethiopia
[www.oromoproject.org]. In Cameroon, Hope Services Maternity & Clinic (founded and run by Esther Ndichafah) pro-
vides medical care to the poor, sick, homeless and imprisoned. There are also orphanage, kitchen, and soon bakery
ministries to provide shelter and self-sufficiency while spreading the Gospel. [www.hopeoutreachinternational.org]

Paul Messer has taken over the Senegal Mission Initiative from Karen Ujereh, who has returned to the US. A
