This church – as always – has responded generously to the call for UMCOR Health Kits and donations for the Haiti 
earthquake relief effort.  For any who do not already know, UMCOR (United Methodist Committee on Relief) is a global, 
not-for-profit organization of the United Methodist Church.  Their purpose is to provide emergency aid to those suffering 
from natural or civil disasters, situations that local agencies cannot hope to cope with.   

UMCOR strives to send 100% of donations for emergency relief.  In order to continue to do this, UMCOR relies on 
an annual love offering - The One Great Hour of Sharing (OGHS) - to cover their administrative costs since they do not 
receive any apportionments or world service funds.   

SCUMC will have its annual OGHS offering in the near future, and I thought it might be helpful to explain the rela-
tionship between OGHS and specific UMCOR requests, and how both combine to enable a quick response to national 
and global emergencies.
